Curriculum Aims

Curriculum Approach 

Learning reviewed daily (retrieval practice); 

New content taught in small chunks; 

Effective teacher questioning; 

Lots of teacher modelling; 

Regular opportunities for children to think, apply and practise 
key skills and knowledge; 

Support for difficult tasks; 

Develop long term memory, whilst respecting the limitations of 
the working memory.

 solve one-step problems that involve addition and subtraction, using 
concrete objects and pictorial representations, and missing number 
problems such as 7 = ☐ – 9 

 represent and use number bonds and related subtraction facts within 20 
 recognise and name common 2-D and 3-D shapes

Building Things 

Children will: 

 
 Discover which materials are waterproof. 

 Discover which materials would be best to build a wall 

 Discover which materials can withstand strong winds 

 Discover what a mixture is 

 Conduct experiments 

 

Main Learning Focus in Computing: 
Children will learn about online safety and how to use  

Beebots within continuous provision. 

Children will learn how to: 

 
 understand what algorithms are 

 recognize how algorithms are implemented as programs on digital devices 

 describe how programs execute by following precise and unambiguous 

instructions 

 discover how to create and debug simple programs.  

Main Learning Focus in Religious Education: 
 
Gifts and Giving 

 
Children will think about different types of gifts we can give and why giving is important. 

Children will also learn about the Christian celebration Christmas and the Islamic festival 

Eid Al-Fitr. Children will learn why Christmas is important to many Christians and why Eid 

Al-Fitr is important to many Muslims. Children will learn how they are both celebrated and 

will then go onto explore the importance of giving and gifts in both celebrations. 

Main Learning Focus in History: 
 
Children will learn: 
 

 To describe own toys and describe toys that parents/grandparents used 

 To sort toys – old and new 

 About decades and look at toys in different decades -50s to now
